Road Safety Attitudes

“Roads are for drivers”

“We do it [give way] where we can but it is
always impossible”

“‘We can’t make it a regular habit to stop at
pedestrian crossings’

Penalties are inevitable
“Only obey rules when NH&MP are present”
No license test

Low awareness of rules



N-5 Road Environment

/70 km/h speed limits in towns

High travel speeds near schools

Cars 85km/h

Legislation & Enforcement

Speeding is prohibited under NHSO

High speed enforcement levels

- 2006 30,866 speeding fines / month
. 2007 36,605 speeding fines / month

Low fine amounts = little deterrence

- < 40% above limit Rs.750
- > 40% above limit Rs.750-Rs.1,000

Pedestrians - NHSO vague

- Drivers ‘failure to yield right of way to
pedestrian’

- Low fine (Rs.300) =» no deterrence
- No law for pedestrians
