According to the World Health Organisation:

Å The total number of road deaths globally dropped 5%in 2021 compared to 2010
Å India recorded higher numbers of road crash related deaths going from 1.34lakh (11% of global deaths)in 2010 

to 1.54lakh (13% of global deaths)in 2021, 1.68lakh in 2022, 1.80 lakh in 2024.
Å 13out of 100 deaths of global road crashes were from India
Å Low and middle income countries make up 92% of the road crash related deaths globally
Å India had almost 46% of the 3.3 lakh such persons killed in the entire South-East Asia Region
Å the WHO has estimated the fatalities around 2.16 lakh considering the probability of many victims succumbing to 

road crash injuries months after meeting with the accidents.
Å European countries using the safe systems approach saw a 36% declinein road fatalities from 2010-21
Å The number of global vehicles double during this decade, road networks expanded, and the population increased 

by 1 billion
Å Road crashes are the number 1 cause of death for people between 5-29
Å Number 12 cause of death for all age groups
